In order to help students master the fundamentals of both written and
spoken English, and introduce them to the art of academic discourse and critical analysis, the department
offers a course in English composition, Critical Reading and Writing I; a course in researched writing, Critical
Reading and Writing 11: Research Writing; and a course in public speaking. The department also offers
surveys of literary histories that introduce students to various literary cultures and traditions, while also
developing their skills in textual analysis

In addition to offering general education courses, the department also offers majors in English and English
education, as well as minors in English, Communications, and Professional Writing. All of the department’s
courses develop skills that are in demand in nearly every career, while also deepening the student’s awareness
of how story, creativity, critical inquiry, and strategic communication are central to the human condition.

The department sponsors a literary and art magazine, The Trillium, Sigma Tau Delta: The International
English Honor Society, the Hermitage creative writing club, the Pioneer Debate team, and the University’s
student newspaper, The Phoenix.
