The Department of Language and Literature at Glenville State College 
offers a number of programs including a Bachelor of Arts in English,  
as well as the Bachelor of Arts in Education in English Education and 
in Spanish Education. Additionally, students may choose to minor in 
Communication Arts, Information and Media Studies, and Spanish.  

In keeping with the GSC’s commitment to both literacy and general 
education, the department offers a number of required courses aimed at 
introducing students to their literary and cultural heritage while further 

various degree programs include American Mosaic (critical writing about 
literature emphasizing ethnic and gender issues) and courses surveying 
English, American, and World Literature. Upper-level courses in novel, 

journalism, and related media are open to students regardless of major.
