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Glenville State College has had a yearbook off
and on for a century. Some years have slipped
away undocumented and with the passage of
time many have come to wonder: what exactly
does Kanawhachen mean?

One of the chief problems that faced the
editorial staff of the first yearbook in 1911
was the selection of a name. At the time, the
Little Kanawha River was the most important
mode of transportation to and from the
rest of central West Virginia. Miss Ethel
Crim Peterson, instructor in the language
department, suggested the name Kanawhachen.
Kanawha, from the river, and the diminutive
‘~chen’ meaning little in German.

The editors made this statement in the first

volume:
“We claim no special merit for the book
unless that it is the pioneer of our school
in this field. However, we hope that it will
give some information and real pleasure to
its readers, and that in future years when
we, who are now students, shall fall into
a reminiscent mood, it may assist fond
memory in bringing the light of other days
around us.”

We hope today, as the first editors did in
1911, that you will glean both information
and real pleasure from this yearbook. As you
turn the pages we hope that you too will fall
into a reminiscent mood and recall the times
recorded herein.
