All former 
Pioneer and Lady Pioneer basketball players and their fans 
are invited to return to campus for this event and then to 
spend the day with us where these individuals will be 
recognized during half time of the Lady Pioneer game. 

Both GSC Pioneer basketball teams will host the University of 
Charleston Golden Eagles at GSC’s Waco Center that 
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Georgia State University and 
has served as Dean of the 
Skowhegan School of 
Painting and Sculpture. He 
writes art criticism for Art 
Pulse magazine and has 
served on the board of Art 
Papers magazine. 

Since 2008, he has 
organized his studio practice 
around Shakespeare’s 
Timon of Athens. In addition 
to having received a BA 
degree from Glenville State 
College in 1988 where he 
graduated Summa Cum 
Laude, majored in Art and 
English, and participated in 
several theatrical 
productions, Craig received 
an MFA in Painting and Art 
History from Ohio University 
in 1991.
