o Brightspace Integration Update: 

Brightspace Integration Update: Several faculty on the online committee are part of the 

Brightspace Integration pilot. There have been glitches on the Glenville side requiring faculty 

to enter attendance in both Brightspace and Attendance Tracker for longer than expected. 

Robin or Amanda will email an update to faculty tomorrow regarding whether dual entry 

must continue. Jennifer Wenner demonstrated how she enters attendance in Brightspace for 

the group. The grades and attendance integration will be used in the summer semester with 

a full launch planned for fall, pending bug fixes. 

• New Business 
o Quality Matters Discussion: The committee discussed whether Glenville should continue to 

use Quality Matters. Pros and cons were shared by several members. Jennifer Wenner 

requested that members research alternative options. Amanda Stafford asked Jennifer to 

prepare a rubric for comparison of the different options.  Amanda also offered to create a 

Glenville-specific training course based on strong QM components. 

o Online Course Review Form: J.D. Carpenter discussed the need for a form assessing both 
content and design. The current Online Committee rubric focuses only on course design. 
Department chairs require a more comprehensive tool. The committee will review the 
current rubric and propose revisions. Mari will send the draft of the current in-seat course 
evaluation. Members will bring recommendations to the next meeting.
